The Eagle Owl is & large and powerful bird. 1t is titled
the world's largest owlL The Eagle Owl has a wingspan
of up to 138-200 cm and measures 58-75 cm long.
Females weigh 1.75-42 kg (3.9-94 Ibs) and males
weigh 1.5-3.2 kg (3.3-7 Ibs).Jt mainly feeds on small
mammals, but can kill prey up to the size of foxes and
young deer (up to 10 kg/22 Ib), if taken by surprise.
Larger prey (over 3 kg/7 Ib) is consumed on the
ground. The size, car tufts and orange eyes make this
a distinctive species. It has a strong direct flight. The
car tufts of males are more upright than those of
females.The Eagle Owl is largely noctumal and is
found in mountains and forests with cliffs and rocky
arcas, usually nesting on cliff ledges. They live for
arcund 20 years although like many other bird species in captivity they can live much longer, perhaps up to 60 vears.
You can see Eagle owls at Paphos Bird Park in Pegeia.

Two young captive bred Eagle Owls from
the Bird Park were presented to us that
had developed masses (growths) on the
face, feet and other relatively featherless
arcas of the body. Biopsics were taken
from the affected arcas and sent to a spe-
cial laboratory for histological examina-
tion. Analysis revealed a Poxvirus infec-
tion. Fortunately this form of Poxvirus is
localised on the skin (dry form) and
lesions regress on their own after a few
weeks. The wet form of the disease most-
ly afects the eves and oral cavity and can
result in severe crosive lesions, which are
life threatening because the birds are
unable to eat.
